In preparation for fourth grade, you are required to complete ONE of the following 
creative book report ideas, which will be due on the first day of school. (Please 
note, the book that you choose for your report must be written by on of the 
authors listed on the next page.) 
 
Here are the ideas that you can choose from: 
 
 
 
Book Report Options: 
 

1. Design a poster to advertise your book to other readers. Use a lot of 
colorful adjectives to capture the reader’s interest. On this poster, be sure 
to include the story basics (such as the title, author, illustrator), as well as 
a short summary of the book. 

 
2. Find 15 new vocabulary words introduced in the book.  Create a glossary 

in which you define each word and draw a picture to go with each 
definition. 

 
3. Create a collage to represent one of the characters in the story.  Cut 

pictures and words from magazines and glue them to poster paper to 
create a collage that describes the character. 

 
4. Create a mobile that features cut-outs and pictures that show the major 

events of the book.  Be sure to arrange the hanging shapes in the order in 
which they happened in the story.  The pictures should be hand-drawn.
